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Michael Flynn Announces Candidacy for Shelby Township Trustee 
 
Local businessman and long time Shelby Township resident Michael Flynn has entered 
the 2008 race for Trustee.   
 
Having been active in Republican politics for many years, Flynn has deep ties to the 
community.
